Fold 111111111 to 111111111, crease, and unfold.

Fold 2 to 2.

Fold 3 to 3.

Fold 4 to 4, unfolding flap A in the process.

Fold 5 to 5, unfolding flap B in the process.

The result of folds 4 and 5 should produce 
a square that is “missing” one corner.

Fold 6a to 6a, and 6b to 6b.

Fold 7a to 7a, and 7b to 7b.

Fold 888888888 to 888888888, crease and unfold.

There is no fold 9.

Fold 101010101010101010 to 101010101010101010, crease and unfold.

Using creases 8 and 10, pleat the wing. 
This step will differentiate the front and 
rear wings of the butterfly.

Fold 111111111111111111 to 111111111111111111, crease and unfold.

Fold 121212121212121212 to 121212121212121212, crease and unfold.

Fold 13 to 13.

Fold the wings up along crease lines 14 and 
15 (no corresponding #s). Make sure the 
wings are folded symmetrically.
